            2) whether the disclosure of information was in the public   
                interest, whether any relevant exemptions were  
                applicable and whether, when applying the public      
                interest test and exemptions, the public interest in  
                maintaining the exemption outweighed that in disclosing  
                the information.

press and public be excluded from the meeting during
